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Where are the Planets?
The all-sky map represents the night sky 
as seen from approximately 35° north 
latitude at the following times:

9 p.m. daylight time on January 1
8 p.m. daylight time on January 15
7 p.m. daylight time on January 31

To locate stars in the sky, hold the map 
above your head and orient it so that 
one of the four direction labels matches 
the direction you’re facing. The map will 
then represent what you see in the sky.
